Council meeting dates: Council 7 – 18 March, 17 June, Council 9 – 25 March, 10 June. Jan is to go to Council 7 on 18 March, where she will present Region news and be a judge at the Speech Contest.
The Team Constitution education was well received at both Councils 7 and 9.
Annual Dues have all been received. Membership is 127 counting 8 dual members.
It was agreed that the Rose Bowl will be retired for the present. It will be held by the Public Officer, when the 2016/17 term is concluded.
It was noted that Zenith at Large was not included in the previous Minutes, but should have been. The Zenith member must be accompanied by a parent, who must also be a club member, and club members should have no objection to the Zenith member attending.

Bylaws: Pat Cartwright has done an amazing job in updating Bylaws and Mary will email Pat to tell her. It was suggested that the pages be numbered on the final document and on the contents page.
Alex Applebaum Award: is now to be decided by Region, without Council nominations. All clubs will be eligible. There will be a note in the Newsletter that reporting will be the medium through which the Board obtains the information.

Way Forward Committee: Mary Marshall and Sue Martin have been working on International Bylaws changes. Some of their suggested changes: remove Divisions, Officers would be only President, President Elect and Secretary and Regions can do their own administration; delete Convention fee; must be self-sustaining.
It was moved by Margaret and seconded by Jan “that, subject to the required research being done and the outcome of the research found to be favourable, Australian Region will register ‘Powertalk International’ as a trademark in Australia.” The motion was carried. Research will include costs, and ramifications on international registration in the future.
