The course will not be presented in Brisbane in January due to lack of time and has been postponed to later in the year – Date yet to be confirmed.
Conference Committee Job Descriptions are still to be done, so committee members will work with what is available.
Communication: Margaret Sutherland is to send proposed amendment to the CLO for circulation.

Trademark: Preliminary acceptance has been achieved - there is nothing in the way to block us. The second step was commenced on 30 November and stays for five months. At the end of April, we should receive information that all is okay.

Life members: Bernadette checked the list and replied to Mary, who will forward it.
Use of logo for advertising: the Board unanimously agreed to use of the POWERtalk Logo by PREM for marketing and advertising.
Financial/Membership: total membership is 133, non-dual is 125. We are in a sound financial position, well in hand of the budget.
Goals/progress review:  is on track.
Alex Applebaum Award: the criteria for this and how to decide was discussed. Margaret will prepare a Spreadsheet, Mary will put together the Award criteria and it will be sent to clubs. Written communication to be sent to Councils advising that there is no need to submit nominations.
PREM strategy update: there has been zero response to request for testimonials, puns, etc. Advertising has not commenced on Facebook for these reasons. The request will be re-sent.
Conference update: Margaret moved and Jan seconded: “that the Region Board invite Akemi Kosuge to be the invited ITC Officer for the AR Conference, 2017.” Carried.
Discussed payment of Conference Coordinator and Programme chair’s registration fees. A question arose as to payment of co-cordinator, Dagmar’s costs. It was agreed she and the coordinator should liaise with each other re agreement to share rebate and advise us of their decision. Jan to email Joan Hajek, re this.

Discussed contingency plan  to be in place for the possible forthcoming motion for dissolution of the International Organisation. The concern is that the membership will decline dramatically, on such an announcement, and that communication with the members is essential to ensure the survival of the Region.
Mary will word a pre-emptive communication and Board members will review. 
Margaret will investigate the implications on Incorporation, if International dissolves.
If a motion for dissolution is passed internationally, it is suggested that a new Constitution will be developed to delete reference to International, effective on the date of dissolution and be put one year prior to the AGM & Region Conference.
It was moved by Margaret and seconded by Jan: that the Region Board apply to register POWERtalk Australia as a trademark. Carried.
