SPEECH CONTEST INFORMATION AND FORMS 
Speech contest information and forms for POWERtalk Australia have been revised where required, including changes announced after 2018. 
The major change is that Speech Contest Rules (to be adhered to) and Guidelines for Speech Contest Duties (suggested action) have been separated. 
The Speech Contest Rules and Duties and the Information Sheets and Forms are ready for use in the 2020-2021 contests.

The Speech Contest Rules effective August 2020 incorporate changes that had been previously advised to clubs:
a) Words and phrases may be distributed to contestants up to four (4) weeks in advance of the club contest; 
b) Evaluations are optional at club contests; 
c) Each club may enter one contestant direct into the Association speech contest;
d) Councils may hold speech contests, under their own rules and without advancement to the Association speech contest; and
e) A Cosmopolitan Contest may be held by the Association for members for whom English is not their first language.
Further changes to clarify/simplify/adapt procedures:
f) Judges: Contests will revert to being judged by three (3) judges only. A stand-by judge may be on hand, but would judge only in the unexpected absence of a regular judge. Any tie in positions will, once again, be determined between the Judges and the Speech Contest Chairman in accordance with the Rules.  
A contestant may be judged by the same judge at the Association contest as at a club contest.
g) Scoring and Tellers: Scoring for FIRST place votes will be 15 points (increased from 12).
The revised Tellers’ Report Form should remove the situation when names of winners have been announced in the incorrect order. 
h) Contest Options: In certain situations, a contest may be held by electronic means, provided all contestants are able to participate in that contest under the same conditions.
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
