SPEECH CATEGORIES

Speech to Inform			Development Program	Level 1	Project 8 
· To allow the audience to gain knowledge in a new subject area.
· Choose a topic that comes from your own experiences, an occasion, the needs of the audience, a current trend or your own curiosity. Choose one significant portion of a topic to develop.
· In one sentence, tell exactly what you want the audience to learn from the speech.

Speech to Persuade		Development Program	Level 2	Project 3	
· To arouse interest in an issue or problem, leading the audience to come to a decision and to take action, by use of persuasive argument.  
· Choose a timely topic in which you strongly believe, being certain it is not detrimental to others. 
· Condense theme of the speech into one central persuasive thought.

Speech to Inspire			Development Program	Level 2	Project 4	
· To stimulate an audience and have them respond positively to you and your ideas, by use of emotional appeal.
· Be aware you are dealing with human emotions and select a topic that is morally, ethically and socially sound.  Moderation is the key; both for your involvement and that of the audience in the topic selected.
· Choose a common point or agreement as a thesis statement – begin with the audience on your side.

Speech to Entertain		Development Program	Level 2	Project 5	
· To entertain and enter into a close rapport with the audience.  
· The format of the other types of speeches can be used, but this speech may be freer than the others, presented in an entertaining, light-hearted style.
· Use imagination, creativity and a vivid vocabulary to make your point.

Research Speech			Development Program	Level 2	Project 6		
· To present information on a topic collated from a variety of research data.
· Choose a single subject of general interest to you and to the audience.
· Establish a purpose or goal.

Current Event Speech		Development Program	Level 2	Project 7
· To foster an awareness of a current issue or event or a subject of universal concern.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]This is an informative, rather than a persuasive speech.  Give several points of view and leave the audience to decide. This should involve research rather than personal opinion.
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
